Any advertisement supplement which does not meet the above specifications will require that we receive a sample quantity of 500 pieces for a 
test run at least 16 days prior to insertion date.  Exceptions to any of the above will be handled on an individual basis and will be satisfactory 
testing.

Supplement Disclaimer
Preprinted inserts for distribution with the Chicago Sun-Times must contain on the front cover a disclaimer reading “Advertising Supplement to 
Chicago Sun-Times day-month-year,”  Multiple listing of the newspapers distributing the insert will be acceptable providing the newspaper 
listing is preceded with the disclaimer “Advertising Supplement to.”

Preprinted Supplement Specifications and Packing Requirements
These guidelines have been prepared in order to help do an effective job in distributing advertising supplements.  Supplements that do not meet specifications 
described above will be processed as follows:
 1. Mechanically inserted supplements of poor quality may be subject to a percentage of misses or doubles.  This percentage may approach 10%. 
 2. At the advertiser’s option, we will initiate intensified control measures to try to prevent misses or doubles on poor quality supplements.  The advertiser  
  will be billed any additional labor expenses incurred.  If the section is of such poor quality that circulation requirements may not be met, we reserve the  
  right to drop the part from insertion. This action might possibly be taken at any point along our production schedule.

Daily & Sunday Machine Inserting
 1. Skidded preprinted supplements shall be stacked on solid base, non-returnable skids or pallets.  Loaded skids shall not exceed 5 feet in height.  If  
  pallets are used, a 4-inch minimum interior clearance will be required.  Size is not to exceed 42” x 48” or weigh more than 2,400 pounds.
 2. All sections must be well jogged, brick-stacked and banded with a minimum of 4 bands.  If cartons are used they must be fully packed or dunnaged  
  internally and cartons should not exceed 40 pounds in weight.
 3. Wood skid tops must conform in size with base of the skid.
 4. Product shall be so stacked that it does not protrude beyond the limits of the skid.  This practice will help minimize damage from bands or truck walls.
 5. A protective cover should be placed on the skid before stacking and another before topping.  This will prevent to some extent damp and curled sections,  
  which we occasionally encounter due to green lumber and weather conditions during shipment.  Tie sheets of cardboard should be used on every third  
  tier.  This helps to keep the supplement flat.
 6. At all times, the folded edges of the supplements should be protected from damage.  One such way, in the case of a skidded product, is to turn all the  
  folded edges toward the center of the skid.
 7. In banding skids, the band should be tight but not to the extent of pulling down and bending the top turn of supplements or pulling loose the flooring of  
  the skid.

Each skid must display insertion date, publication name and quantity with skids numbered in numeric sequence.  Each skid must 
be flagged on two sides.  Each skid should contain the same number of copies with the last skid being the balance.
 1. Sections must be flat and have tight folds without balloons.  They shall be free from rolled edges, wrinkles and all  other distortions.
 2. Sunday supplements for insertion should come in turns as follows - brick-stacked with interlocking layers with each turn in the lift a minimum of 4” high  
  to a  maximum of 8” high.
 3. Loaded skid sides shall be flat and plumb.  Lift outside faces shall be vertically even with lift face below and not indented nor projected out beyond the  
  plane of skid side.
 4. Gaps between lifts in a tier shall be held to a minimum dimension as these gaps allow the unsupported portion of the lift above the sag, causing  
  distortion in the papers.  Lift shall span gaps in the tier below by a sufficient margin so that the end of lift will not slip into gap when skid is being  
  transported.
 5. Do not tie preprinted supplements together in bundles with rope, string, wire, rubber bands etc.  This requirement  includes cards and envelopes.

3. Commissions, Payment and Taxes

4. Policy
